Parks and other sites 
Recent works carried out on sites owned and/or managed by the Council 
have included works to Porri’s Wood by the Primary school entrance, works 
to an overhanging willow tree on the Moated Site, a cut of the whole moated 
site area, further works to the nettles on site which have now been strimmed 
and other minor works to overhanging hedges etc. 

 

Other Items 

The Parish Council has registered to take part in the Platinum Jubilee Event in 
2022 and will be lighting a beacon along with others nationally and also hold-
ing an event to commemorate this important occasion. 

The Council has been running its holiday clubs all throughout August and 
these have been popular as usual. 

Next year will see an expansion of these clubs due to the new hall facility 
which will be finished and able to be used for refreshments etc. to support 
any holiday activities put on at the park. 

The Council has started its planning for the Remembrance Day event in 2021 
and is organising meetings with the Royal British Legion to confirm details for 
the event. 

A Christmas event is also being discussed and any arrangements will be final-
ised in the next two months.

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VIEW FROM THE PEW  
 
"I never put off till tomorrow what I can possibly do the day after." (Oscar 
Wilde) 
I know the feeling.  How about you? 
You will have heard of St. Augustine of Hippo, no doubt, even if you are a little 
hazy as to where 'Hippo' is.  Augustine was a fourth century theologian and 
philosopher who wrote the classic work 'Confessions', which outlines his pleas-
ure-seeking youth and his conversion to Christianity.  The autobiographical 
book captures the turmoil in his heart as he searches for meaning in his 
busy life.  Amidst the activities that filled his days, he reached a point where he 
felt: 
"I must set aside time to attend to the saving of my soul." 
Isn't that a good line?  And, like the Bible, there are different translations of 
Augustine's Confessions, each giving a slightly different interpretation or em-
phasis.  So, that same quote from another version says: 
"Let me set a schedule for my days and set apart certain hours for the health of 
the soul." 
...and a third: 
"I must plan my time and arrange my day for the good of my soul." 
You get the point.  And, to be clear, the point is not that the saving of my soul is 
down to me and my actions.  Nonetheless, there is definitely a place for wilful 
resolve, for clearing the brush and bracken, and for some spiritual scheduling 
for the good of the soul.  Jesus encourages us thus; "Seek and you shall find."  I 
like the finding, but I can be impatient with the seeking, putting it off for anoth-
er day, a more suitable occasion that never materialises. 
Back to Augustine  who said this: 
I felt I was still in the grip of my past.  I kept sending up to you my miserable 
cries, 'How long!  How long must I go on saying "Tomorrow, tomorrow "?  Why 
not now, in this very moment?' (8:12) 
I encourage you to set aside some time to attend to the saving of your soul, so 
you can do that without clockwatching or feeling that it is time to do something 
else.  Plan it in and kick off your shoes, for you will discover that you are on holy 
ground.
